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Resumen. Dados los lazos historicos, politicos y culturales y la proximidad geografica entre Espana
y Marruecos, la representacion de Marruecos en la literatura espaiiola posee una larga tradicion.
Desde los afos 80, se ha observado un renovado interés por Marruecos como fuente de inspiracion
literaria. Los nuevos aspectos y tendencias observados en esta produccion han sido asociados por
varios criticos con la obra de Juan Goytisolo, en particular, con sus novelas Reivindicacion del
Conde Julian y Makbara. Considerando tanto el conjunto de la produccion posterior como ciertos
aspectos sociales ¢ historicos, la novela Makbara podria considerarse un verdadero hito dentro de
la literatura postcolonial de tema marroqui.
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Abstract. Makbara, a Watershed in the Spanish Postcolonial Prose Inspired by Morocco. The
cultures and histories of Morocco and Spain have been closely intertwined over the ages, hence the
importance accorded to the representation of its Southern neighbour in the Spanish imagery. Since
the 1980s, there has been renewed interest in Morocco as a source of literary inspiration. The novel
aspects and tendencies in the recent “marroquist” literature have been associated by various critics
with Juan Goytisolo’s work, particularly his novels Count Julian and Makbara. Considered in the
context of subsequent work by other authors and the particular historical and social circumstances
at hand, the novel Makbara emerges as a significant milestone in post-colonial literature situated
in Morocco.
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
