PART 1 (16 points)

For questions 1-8, read the text below and think of the word which best fits each gap. Use
only ONE suitable word in each of the numbered gaps.

Stress
Stress is often called a 21st century illness but it has always been with us if perhaps with
different names. These days we regard stress (1) a necessary evil of
modern living. Yet stress is not negative and without (2) we would not
enjoy some of the highpoints in life, (3) as the anticipation before a date

or the tension leading up to an important match. All these situations produce stress but (4)
you can control it and not the other way around, you will feel stimulated,
not worn out. However, unlike these situations, (5) are generally positive
and easier to deal with, sitting in a train that is running late, (6) stuckin a
traffic jam or working to a tight deadline are much harder to manage and control and can be
a significant cause of stress. Stress is now recognised as a medical problem and as a
significant factor (7) causing coronary heart disease, high blood pressure
and a high cholesterol count. Patients are often unwilling to admit to stress problems since
they feel they are a form of social failure and it is important that symptoms (8)
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identified in order to avoid unnecessary suffering.

Second Language Learning

There has been much debate in recent times about when young people should take up a
second language. This has been especially fuelled in recent times by the increasing
(IMPORTANT) (1) placed on the English language. It is now
commonplace to see parents providing a substantial amount of (FUND)
(2) for additional tuition and language lessons to give their children every (COMPETE)
(3) edge. In the past decade, language institutes have sprung up in
numerous centres, all claiming to provide rapid (ADVANCE) (4) in
English. There has been a push by many parents to expose their children to English in their
formative years. This, many claim, will make the language more (INSTINCT)
(5) and ensure that all pronunciation errors can be avoided. There is
some evidence which points to youngsters who have been raised in bilingual families, where
the language spoken at home is different to the one that they (CONVERSATION)
(6) with in their external environment. While these children can
switch between two languages with greater (EASY) (7), it remains to
be seen whether this is (ADVANTAGE) (8) when learning
additional languages.

PART 3 (8 points)
You are going to read four news reports about an abandoned baby. For questions 1-4, choose
from the reviews A-D. The reviews may be chosen more than once.

Article A

It has been alleged that the mother charged with attempted murder after dumping her newborn
baby into a drain has admitted to abandoning the baby boy. The woman remains in custody after bail
was formally refused at Blacktown Local Court.

The newborn baby was discovered by passing cyclists on a day when temperatures surpassed 40
degrees Celsius. Mr Otte, who discovered the baby and only cycles the route once a month, said,
‘That baby had no chance if we and the other people hadn’t been there. Something made us find
that baby today’.

The child was already undernourished, and dehydration would have taken effect and the baby would
not have survived the day.

Passersby outside the court cried ‘shame’ as the accused woman’s relatives crossed the street in
Blacktown.

Article B

A woman has been charged with the attempted murder of her newborn son, who was left in a drain
on Tuesday before being discovered the following Sunday. The incident has shocked us all. In the
searing heat, the baby had little chance of survival, and the mother must have been aware of this as
she callously shoved him through the tiny gap, dropped him into the darkness and left him to his fate.
But although crimes like this are a rarity, they don’t happen in isolation. Australia criminalises child
abandonment, thus making it nigh on impossible for a depressed mother to give up her infant
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without causing it harm. Meanwhile pregnant women are shuffled through the system, rarely seeing
the same caregiver twice. This model of care treats the pregnancy, but ignores the patient, and it is
this ill-equipped, indifferent system that makes a crime like this one possible.

Article C

A mother has been charged with attempted murder after she allegedly abandoned her newborn son
in a roadside drain, police confirmed today. The baby had been alone in the deep drain for five days
when, by a stroke of luck, cyclists caught the faint sound of his muffled cries above the heavy noise of
motorway traffic. Sweltering temperatures in Sydney have settled around 30°C over the past week
and it is believed the week-old boy would have died had he not been found. Karen Healy, National
President of the Australian Association of Social Workers, said that this was a highly unusual case, as
parents who abandon their children tend to do so in high-traffic areas like churches or hospitals
where the child will be taken care of. This scenario, in which the mother clearly wanted the baby to
be hidden and it was only by the grace of God that the infant survived, suggests an element of shame
or possible mental illness which was not heeded by pre- and post-natal health providers. The 30-year-
old mother is currently receiving therapy while she remains in police custody.

Article D

A newborn baby boy has been rescued from an eight-foot drain beside a bike track in Australia after
passing cyclists heard the sounds of wailing. Graham Bridges, who was among the people who helped
rescue the baby, walked the bike track regularly and said it was usually very popular with riders on a
Sunday morning. Inspector David Lagats said ‘We all thought the worst but he’s still alive. It was a
long drop down, but he’s wrapped up pretty well, so that will have cushioned his fall.” The concrete
moulding of the drain formed a layer of insulation which protected the baby from the weather,
which, during the week, reached temperatures of thirty degrees. The baby was taken to hospital in a
stable condition, thanks, in part, to the fact that newborn babies have reserves of fluids and body
sugars which they can resort to as they adapt to the new way of feeding. Lisa Charet, from the state
department of family and community services said she was concerned for the mother’s welfare. “We
can give her the help and support that she needs. She must be feeling enormously distressed if she
feels that this is the only course of action available to her.”

A The Beach by Alex Garland

Alex Garland’s tale of a group of work-shy travellers who independently discover an island paradise in
Thailand inspired a generation of gap year students to head to the Far East. Garland acidly
investigates what such people would do if found their idea of Paradise — keep it to themselves,
whatever the cost. What purports to be a likeable, broad-minded community turns out to be cliquish,
mistrustful and selfish. Garland displays nerve in slaughtering the characters that are likely to closely
resemble his main readership.
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B Notes From a Small Island by Bill Bryson

An unabashed Anglophile, Bryson spent 20 years in Britain before deciding to repatriate to his native
lowa. Notes from a Small Island depicts his farewell journey across “the green and kindly island” with
humour and nostalgia. Although readers from all nations will enjoy it, only the British themselves will
experience the full gamut of emotions that this book has to offer; at times, cringing as Bryson deftly
points out their most ridiculous foibles, while at others feeling immense pride at its rich and varied
culture.

C Arabian Sands by Wilfred Thesiger

Thesiger’s account of a precarious journey through the Arabian deserts met with considerable
acclaim ever since its publication in 1956. The book covers five years that the author spent in and
around the Empty Quarter, half a million square miles of cruel desert. Before Thesiger, no other
traveller had dared to cross this empty wasteland, except for the Bedu who inhabit it. Thesiger lived
as one of the tribe, describing their unimaginable hardships as if they were mere inconveniences. His
experiences are unique, and will remain so now that the world he described, which had been
unchanged for millennia, has been invaded by oil companies.

D Naples ‘44 by Norman Lewis

Norman Lewis arrived in war-torn Naples as an intelligence officer in 1944, ostensibly employed by
the army to liaise with the locals. His year-long journal that he kept at the time is a heart-warming
portrait of a city that had descended into chaos, and its starving population. Lewis had a keen sense
of observation and depicts the idiosyncrasies of Italian culture with humour, warmth and accuracy.
The reader will encounter respectable women driven to prostitution and a gynaecologist who
“specializes in the restoration of lost virginity”. The book leaves the reader with both a profound
sadness at the futility of war and a strange reassurance that people are inherently good, despite their
incredibly bleak and desperate circumstances.

E A Short Walk in the Hindu Kush by Eric Newby

Newby humorously describes the trials and tribulations encountered by Eric Newby and his climbing
partner Hugh Carless as they attempt, and fail, to scale one of Afghanistan’s most challenging peaks.
However, neither Newby nor his friend have any experience in climbing; moreover the area they are
visiting is basically unchartered and potentially violent territory. Their expedition is so ill-thought-out
that at times it reads like a farce. At one point they encounter the explorer Wilfred Thesiger as they
are blowing up their air-beds. ‘You must be a couple of pansies, comments the experienced
adventurer. Although Newby provides enough description of the landscape to give the reader a sense
of being there, it does not overshadow the exploration of human character which is the overriding
theme of the book.

F Coasting by Jonathan Raban

Coasting tells the story of the author’s 4,000-mile journey around Britain by boat. Ultimately he fails
to circumnavigate the country and opts for a shorter route, but this is irrelevant to the book as it is
not strictly speaking a travelogue. Basically, Jonathan Raban travels Britain’s coastline describing
experiences, recalling memories and reacting to the current events of the time, in no particular order.
What Coasting actually is, is a snapshot of personal and societal life in 1980s Britain, and it presents a
vibrant commentary on the period, which will particularly reverberate with readers who lived during
these times. Coasting is superbly written, journalistic in places, poetic in others. It is not a memoir, a
travelogue or a political commentary, it is whatever you want it to be.
